» During the 2024-25 academic year, 50,583 students enrolled at institutions in or
adjacent to District 28.

Oklahoma’s Promise

> In District 28, 207 students from the 2025 high school graduating class qualified for the
Oklahoma'’s Promise scholarship.

» Currently, 392 high school students in District 28 are enrolled in Oklahoma’s Promise.

» Since inception in 1992, 3,454 high school students from District 28 have received the
Oklahoma'’s Promise scholarship.

» During the 2024-25 academic year, over 3,400 students at public higher education
institutions in or adjacent to District 28 received approximately $16.3 million in
scholarships from Oklahoma’s Promise.

Concurrent Enroliment

» During the 2024-25 academic year, 2,441 students enrolled in 20,747 credit hours
through concurrent courses at institutions in or adjacent to District 28.
